The teacher insisted on teaching the woman without both arms and legs
- A unique activity of a female teacher overcoming physical disability during the Corona period
- Lessons for students in rural areas who do not have access to computer, mobile, internet
Thane: Pratibha Hilim, a teacher in a Zilla Parishad school for more than 20 years, lost both her arms and legs due to illness last year. Therefore, even though they have a disability, their persistence in teaching does not allow them to sit quietly. For the last five months, they have been stuck in their hometown of Madacha Pada in Karhe village in Vikramgad taluka due to the lockout imposed by Corona. Children in remote rural areas were deprived of education as students did not have mobiles and computers. Therefore, Pratibha Hilim has started a school for these students at home. Despite not having both arms and legs, Pratibha is diligently studying the children of this village and teaching them various subjects. 
She  write on the board by tying a special kind of bandage to the hand without claws and sticking chalk in that bandage. Since she has no legs
she take students out of the house so that they can learn in close proximity to nature, even if it is difficult to walk. They are informed about the actual nature, plants, birds, animals. Therefore, even in corona pandamic , students happily attend Pratibha's school every day.
This is Pratibha Hilim's hometown in Vikramgad taluka. However, she has been teaching in a Zilla Parishad school in Bhiwandi taluka for more than 20 years and lives in Thane. She had gone to this village on June 16, 2019 to plant paddy in the field. This time she had a sudden fever at night. In such a situation, she decided to go to Rahnal village in Bhiwandi taluka the next day to teach at his school. Only,
On his way from Vikramgad to Bhiwandi, her body temperature started rising. So on the journey she fell unconscious. Accompanied by her husband and son, Pratibha was admitted to a reputed private hospital in Thane. Although the doctor was treating her safely, her fever continued to rise,her arms and legs began to turn black and her arms and legs began to ache. Although the fever subsided over time, 
The treatment on the feet had no effect. The doctors decided to remove her right hand paw as it was not possible to treat the acute pain and infection that spread to the limbs as well as the risk of the infection spreading throughout the body. Lakhs of rupees were spent on surgery to remove her right hand. After that, she started to feel better. However, the pain in the left arm and both legs continued. So two weeks later she was transferred to JJ Hosptial in Mumbai.
The doctors there also advised her to remove the remaining one arm and both legs. She was surgically removed accordingly. As a result, Pratibha was permanently disabled. So, all the money saved by Pratibha and her family after many years of hard work was spent on this treatment. Even in such a situation, Pratibha did not give up. She began trying to walk during a treatment that lasted more than six months. 
Although both paws were removed, she worked hard to tie her arms to different sizes, to stick a spoon in the strip, to write with a pen and chalk in the strip, to do all the work herself. So with the help of special wooden shoes she learned to walk after a few months. Preparations for fitting them with prosthetic arms and legs began in February 2020. However, since the lockout started in March due to Corona, Pratibha Hilim's next step
treatment stopped. This also stopped the process of implanting artificial arms and legs. Also, during this period, they got stuck at Madacha Pada in Karhe, their hometown.
Pratibha was mentally and physically exhausted due to over a year of treatment and frequent hospital visits. The treatment was also stopped due to the onset of coronary heart disease. However, Pratibha's persistence did not allow her to remain calm. Although the month of June started, it was not possible for the state government to start schools this year due to Corona. Therefore, teachers should try to teach students online, appealed the state government

 However, Pratibha could not go to school in Bhiwandi due to illness. She noticed that most of the students living in the area did not have mobile phones and computers. Madacha Pada in Karhe village in Vikramgad taluka is a pada with a population of only 300 people. So, only 55 to 60 students in the school from 1st to 5th. Even then, due to poor financial condition of the parents, it is not possible for the students to get mobile or computer. So, buyIf you take, there is a variety of internet network in the village. Due to this problem, the students of Madacha Pada were deprived of education. Therefore, despite not having both arms and legs, Pratibha took the initiative to teach these students. Pratibha started the school to teach these students from Pada. 
She started teaching 4 to 5 students from 10 am to 12.30 am. Since then, the number of students has been gradually increasing and Pratibha's school now has more than 20 students. It includes students from 1st to 5th. These students have daily classes in Mathematics, English, Marathi, History, science, geography and civics. She put special emphasis on teaching English language. In addition to this, though she  lost both arms and legs due to illness, take the students directly out of the house and take them on a trip to nature to teach them different types of trees and birds. At this time, Pratibha also imparts extra-curricular knowledge to the students. The students of Mada Pada are also happy as they get to learn directly through demonstrations along with books and textbooks
 Students say that there has been an increase in knowledge over the last two to three months as they are learning various subjects from her therefore, the students say that there is no fear of exams and it is more fun to teach in the way a madam teaches.
Pratibha Hilim says that even though the students from 1st to 5th class come to learn at the same time, the study of all the subjects of each student is done by planning time. So even if the children are together, there is no confusion. Specialists often take students out of the classroom to study science
Pratibha said. So, they also take the help of their highly educated daughter to make the students' English more fluent during this period. Teaching students for the last few days is giving them a positive energy and the fatigue caused by the illness throughout the year is now gone. Students daily
Teaching helps to forget disability and this work is a great inspiration. Pratibha says that there is a lot of difficulty in teaching students in the village during the Corona period and there is an atmosphere of satisfaction in my mind. So, the family and Pratibha's teacher colleagues are very appreciative of Pratibha as she is teaching the students by overcoming the serious situation of illness and the resulting disability.
